4th Annual Shabbat St. Louis Service Planned

The 4th Annual Shabbat St. Louis community-wide Shabbat service during Passover will take place from 10-11:30 a.m. on Saturday, April 7, at Congregation Shaare Emeth, 11645 Ladue Rd. in Creve Coeur.  This year’s service falls on the first day of Passover and will include Passover Festival liturgy.  Congregants representing synagogues in St. Louis and Southern Illinois and students from the Saul Mirowitz Jewish Community School will participate in this special lay-led service. Music will be provided by HaShemesh. 


The morning will begin with an interactive Torah study with area rabbis from 9-9:45  a.m. and will conclude with a Pasover Kiddush following the service. All generations are encouraged to attend, affiliated or not, and are asked to bring a can of food to be donated to the Harvey Kornblum Jewish Food Pantry.  
The Shabbat St. Louis initiative was started four years ago to encourage collaboration, strengthen our Jewish community, and enrich our celebration of Shabbat.  The Shabbat during Passover was selected for this annual community worship service because it enables the greatest number of congregations to participate.
